The government has released final Cash for
Clunkers numbers—so far I've glanced through the
summary and additional statistics. And one stat
I did not know was that the average age for the
Clunkers turned in was almost 15 years, and the
average odometer reading was over 160,000 miles.

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In other words, these really were Clunkers.

The summary data breaks out total voucher
amounts issued by state. And there’s even a
spreadsheet of which individual models were
purchased (which we can use to figure out how
many of these cars were actually built in the
US). More than 14,000 people bought Priuses
under C4C, for example.
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
